 Right on Hwy 195 

 Left on County Road 68 (5.5 miles) 

 Right on Littleville Road/County Road 3418 

 Right on Hwy 243 

 Left on Hwy 195  

 Right on County Road 23  

 Right on Hwy 195  

 Left on County Road 3434/Kinlock Road (Rabbittown) 

 STOP 2.  Rabbittown Trading Post (12.3 miles)      9:45 am 

 Continue on Kinlock Road, enter Bankhead National Forest 

 Continue past Kinlock Falls 

 STOP 3.  Old Macedonia Church (18.6 miles) – Lunch     12:15 pm 

 Left at T/Forest Road 203  

 Left on County Road 93  

 Right on Franklin County Road 6  

 Left on Hwy 69 

 Left on Hwy 243 

 Right on Newburg Road/County Road 69, enter Winston County 

 STOP 4. Lot across from Barry’s Carpet (25.5 miles)     3:00 pm 

 Continue Right on Newburg Road  

 Right at Sunny Home Church/County Road 51 (27.25 miles) 

 Left on CR 478  

 Left on Airport Road 

 Right on Chickakee Road 

 Left on Dime Road (SrA MAF Memorial Drive)  

 Right on County Road 3401 (Briscoe Road) 

 STOP 5. Forester’s (33.3 miles)        5:45 pm 

 Return to Dime Road, turn Right 

 Left on 33rd Street  

 Right on Newburg Road  

 Left on 28th Street 

 Right on 15th Avenue 

 Left on Hwy 195 

 Quick Right on 15th Avenue  

 Left on 20th Street  

 Right at HHS football stadium 

 End at HHS track, visitor football entrance (36 miles)     7:15 pm
